we can write:

A man is at the door.



There is a man at the door.

Books were on the desk.


There were books on the desk.

An accident has happened.


There has been an accident.

A short break will now happen.

There will now be a short break.

Is a bank near here?



Is there a bank near here?

A lot of work is to be done.


There is a lot of work to do.

We were six there.



There were six of us there.

It is dangerous to lean out of the window.
